Let´s share ideas on capacity building, advocacy, political incidence campaigns and clean technologies promotion by the Cities for Life Forum (CLF) from Perú.
This Networking session will be composed by short presentations and a panel to promote discussions on the key question proposed: 
How can we get concrete results improving the environmental and health conditions of the poorer in our cities?
The focus will be in South American context and all Spanish speakers are welcome, we will have translation!  We also will be distributing our CD with publications in English and Spanish to the participants. 

The Cities for Life Forum is a network of 86 institutions of the civil society (universities, municipalities, organizations and NGOs), which promote sustainable development in 30 cities in Peru since 1996. It works for the promotion of actions and concrete initiatives between the different actors that resolve critic urban environmental problems of the cities. The Forum develops a national program which focuses on 3 action programs:  

· Cities’ Agenda 21 and Participatory budgeting with Capacity Building: developing management capacities and promoting Cities Agenda 21 (CA21). The CLF have contributed to the creation and implementation of 15 CA21 of Peru’s 26 largest cities.
· Urban Development and Sustainable Construction: developing proposals and innovative initiatives for UEM and affordable housing that apply sustainable and eco-efficient construction approach city wide and in poor human settlements.  The CLF disseminates information about UEM, sustainable construction, realizes specialized courses and events, pilot projects as well as action research.
· Cities´ Environmental Quality: clean air campaigns and projects to assure water quality and delivery, alternative treatments of gray water for irrigation, ecologic baths, etc.
Actually, CLF is also elaborating a strategy proposal for cities environmental management and sustainable construction of Peru. All these capacity building activities help us to build consensus, create awareness and to put the necessary pressure and control upon community leaders, builders, authorities, the press, consumers and a larger base of professionals in the field of Human Sustainable Development and Sustainable Construction, so as, in not so long term, these goals might be feasible and reachable in Peruvian Cities for the show concrete benefit to all of their inhabitants, particularly the poorer.
